OSKAR began when the two co-wrote the score for performance art company The Max Factory’s ‘TARGET’. This, and the subsequent music they wrote for three Prada catwalk shows played live in Milan, as well as the score played live for Suspect Culture’s ‘ONE,  TWO…’  became the basis of their debut album ‘AIR CONDITIONING’. They have since written the soundtracks for a number of short films and created their own installation pieces, including for the V&A’s ‘Shhhh’ exhibition, which Jonny co-curated. Jonny has continued his own practise in visual art while, as a co-founder and artistic associate of Suspect Culture, Nick has scored most of their major shows. OSKAR’s ‘LP:2’ will be released in May on Incarnation Records.
