Cathy Wilkes, "Most Women Never Experience" (2005) 
Cathy Wilkes studied in Glasgow and Belfast. In addition to her distinguished career as an artist, she was previously a lecturer at Duncan of Jordanstone College of Art and Design, ran the influential flat gallery Dalriada and worked collaboratively within the group Elizabeth Go (with Hayley and Sue Tompkins, Victoria Morton and Sarah Tripp).  Her solo exhibitions include The Modern Institute, Glasgow (1999), Transmission Gallery, Glasgow (2001), Cubitt Gallery, London (2001); Migros Museum, Zurich (2002); Douglas Hyde Gallery, Dublin (2004), Galerie Giti Nourbakhsch, Berlin (2004, 2007) and Milton Keynes Gallery (2008).  Her many group exhibitions include Selective Memory, Scottish Pavilion, Venice Biennale and Scottish National Gallery of Modern Art, Edinburgh (2005); 4th Berlin Biennial for Contemporary Art (2004) and If I Can't Dance, I Don't Want To Be Part Of Your Revolution, MuHKA Museum van Hedendaagse Kunst, Antwerp (2007).  She was nominated for the Turner Prize in 2008.
Torsten Lauschmann, "I Give you all My Money" (2008).
"I Give you all My Money" is a short documentary commissioned to coincide with Cathy Wilkes's 2008 Turner Prize nomination. Based in Glasgow, Scotland over the past decade Lauschmann’s work has evolved beyond straight photography and film works to investigate the mechanics of digital processes, software creation, experimental editing, approaches to performance and the sculptural potential of video installation. He creates new software for mixing AV freely available to all, holds workshops and screenings on video art practices, and produces sites specifically for other new media practices.  Since the mid-1990s Lauschmann has been exhibiting and performing his artwork, videos, music and software in the UK and internationally, including regular music/DJ collaborative projects (e.g Idealhome, Vene Hammerschlag and the online magazine Egoburger). His work has been shown at the Venice Biennale (2003, 2005) and he received a BAFTA nomination (2000) for his video work ‘Remember things before they happen’.
Emma Hedditch, “Raising A Resister” (2001). 
“Raising a Resister is a video assembled at a juncture: between working at the Lux Centre in Hoxton; editing with Marina Vishmidt in down time from working in a cinema; in the avid suite; and at the Copenhagen Free University, where I presented research on 'Women Only Spaces' in London. The video is made from still images and video material found at the Lambeth Women's Project in Brixton. I had been working as a volunteer there for several years in the late 90's, and was drawn to this material whilst cleaning and organising the space. The images depict a recent history of the space in which I was volunteering, and identified a set of activities and a social cohesion which seemed to be lacking in the present.” -Emma Hedditch
The soundtrack is constructed from texts written by Hedditch and spoken by Vishmidt. They speak of exclusion, isolation and indeterminancy on the part of the subjects, who are not named or connected directly to the images, but inflect a parallel history onto them, and speculate on the course of social relations for those subjects.
The ethos of knowledge-sharing and participation associated with DIY culture are central to the work of the Somerset-born artist Emma Hedditch. Whilst her projects usually involve the use of video, conversation and live events, the final output is secondary, as her practice prioritises collaborative experience. Her solo exhibitions include We’re Alive, Let’s Meet! Bergen Kunsthall, Norway (2006) and group exhibitions include A Political Feeling, I Hope So, Cubitt, London (2004), Parts Of It Are Moving, Double Check. Re-Framing Space in Photography: The Other Space, Parallel Histories, Camera Austria, Graz (2005) and Art Now Live (Tate Britain, 2007).

Emily Roysdon, “Social Movement” (2004) and “Living the Sacrifice” (2006). 
Emily Roysdon is a Los Angeles and New York-based interdisciplinary artist whose projects engage language, gesture and memory. She is also an editor and co-founder of LTTR, a feminist genderqueer artist collective with a flexible project oriented practice. Roysdon's work has been shown at Artist’s Space, NY; Freedom Salon, Deitch Projects, NY; MIT List Visual Art Centre, Cambridge; The Kitchen, NY; Art in General, NY; Contemporary Art Centre, Vilnius, Lithuania. Roysdon completed the Whitney Museum Independent Study Program in 2001 and an Interdisciplinary MFA at UCLA in 2006.
