Sarah Browne (University of Dundee) discusses her current PhD research, ‘The Women’s Liberation Movement in Scotland c. 1968 – c. 1979’, looking at the formation, operation and campaigns of the WLM, based on oral testimony and documentary research.  Browne’s broader research interests include the development of twentieth century women’s movements, their role in civil society and their contribution to political discussions and the legislative agenda and her published works include Making the Vote Count: The Arbroath Women Citizens’ Association 1931-1945 (Dundee, 2007).
Sam Ainsley (Senior Lecturer, Glasgow School of Art) 'The hand that rocks the cradle also rocks the boat'. Sam Ainsley is an artist/teacher and until recently was Head of the MFA programme at Glasgow School of Art. She is now (informally) “International Ambassador” to the GSA and teaches in the Painting Department. Ainsley has curated independent exhibitions, exhibited her own work and undertaken residencies in numerous institutions or arts organisations across the USA, Australasia, Europe and the UK and her own artwork is in a number of public and private collections nationally and internationally. She is currently undertaking a two year collaborative Residency at Glasgow Sculpture Studios with David Harding and Sandy Moffat (AHM).
Dr. Fiona Bradley (Director, The Fruitmarket Gallery) will discuss issues surrounding the current exhibition at The Fruitmarket Gallery -  Eva Hesse : Studiowork.  Fiona Bradley was a curator at Tate and the Hayward Gallery before moving to Scotland, and she has made exhibitions with and written on numerous artists including Clare Barclay, Christine Borland, Ellen Gallagher, Susan Hiller, Louise Hopkins, Paula Rego, Marijke Van Warmerdam and Rachel Whiteread. Her doctoral research was in surrealism and Catholic blasphemy, and in addition to her work in contemporary art she maintains an active interest in surrealist scholarship, co-curating Undercover Surrealism at the Hayward Gallery in 2006.
Dr. Adele Patrick (on the Women’s Library / Feminist history of Glasgow). Adele Patrick is a founder and the Lifelong Learning and Creative Development Manager of Glasgow Women's Library. She has been involved in women’s and equality projects in Glasgow since the 1980’s. She taught on Gender Art and Culture in the Historical and Critical Studies Department of Glasgow School of Art for 12 years and her own research interests centre on issues of class, femininity and feminism. In 2010 Glasgow Women’s Library will relocate to the Mitchell Library and this presentation will reflect on the specific significance of a ‘women’s library’ in the civic, cultural and historical landscape of Glasgow.

Kathryn Elkin (on The Yes! Association and related material).  At the Transmission gallery AGM in February 2009, Kathryn Elkin tabled a proposed change to the Transmission constitution on behalf of the Yes! Association: the most contentious proposed change was that 50% of the work shown at Transmission should be by women.  Kathryn Elkin is a writer and curator of projects including Moot Points, Exercises in Self-Organisation, Discourse and Collaboration (Transmission, 2008) and (with Louise Shelley) Critical Applause (CCA, 2008-9) and a member of Nuts and Seeds collective.
